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He also told me that when he was in the elementary school, he was given a
book entitled “Let the Wall Come Down”, and there was my signature on it. He
likes the book and has kept it ever since. He heard that I wrote another book,
entitled “Page 21.” He has not bought this book but was told about the story of
it. He asked me whether the story was true or not. Because he repeatedly
emphasized that he liked my books, I collected a set of them and gave them to
him. He asked me to sign my name on each book. As for his name, he said I
may simply write “Master Huang”. He felt this title was good and easy to

remember. If he told me his real name, I would certainly forget it soon.
