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It should be embarrassing for European Christians. Northern Ireland is an obvious
example. The Catholics and Protestants have been fighting for decades and there

Is still no sign that this problem can be solved.

It was quite close to New York. Posts with “God Loves People” appeared on
utility poles everywhere. Pointing to the posts, the young driver claimed that it

would be much more meaningful if the posts were “Christians love people.”

The bishops agreed with the driver, but to save face, they did not verbally express
it.
