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Among the three bishops, one of them was a cardinal who had easy access to the
Pope. He suggested that Jesus go to the Vatican. Over there, the Pope would give
Jesus a briefing about the work done by the Church for the last two thousand years.
But Jesus was not interested in this suggestion. He said that he did not need to go
to the Vatican because he knew everything the Church had done ever since it was
established. He repeated what he said before that the Church should make Christians

move loving.

One of the bishops asked Jesus why they were not extremely shocked when they
saw Jesus. Ordinary people will be so shocked that they cannot eat anything if they
suddenly see Jesus. But they had a good appetite. If others see Jesus, they would be

totally speechless. Yet they even could chat with Jesus.
