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At the gate of the hotel, three bishops had the same thought. They wanted to kneel
down to kiss the hand of the young black driver. But He told them, “Do not kneel
to kiss me. In the future, whenever you see a poor person, you kneel and serve

him/her. Because whatever you do for others is done for me.”

Jesus waved goodbye to them. He said that as long as they keep loving people, He

will always be with them.

The three bishops did not go back. They separately wrote letters to their superiors
and told them they saw Jesus with their own eyes. They now understood what
miracles meant. A miracle is neither a blind could suddenly see, nor cancer cells

disappear suddenly. A miracle is a spiritual reform.
