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What does the word family mean to you? An American study in 2006
showed that people today have several different ideas about what makes a
family. Over 99% of the people who were interviewed agree that a husband,
a wife, and a child are a family. At the same time, 91% say a husband and
a wife, without children, are a family. And 81% think a man and a woman,
with a child, not married, are a family too. The study also found that, in the
modern thinking, when talking about a family, whether people have a child
or not is an important issue. Though 81% think a man and a woman, not
married, with a child, are a family, the percentage drops to 40% if the

unmarried couple doesn’t have a child.
