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Some people think of zoos as an exciting place to see wild creatures
up close. However, others view them as nothing more than prisons for
animals. Those in support of zoos say that they provide environments
which are similar to the animals’ natural habitats. They also argue that zoos
prevent extinction and can bring together members of endangered species
to help them mate. Lastly, zoos educate people. When we learn knowledge
about animals, we naturally want to protect them more. Others aren’t
convinced by such arguments. They say it’s impossible for animals to feel

completely at home in artificial environments.
