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For people in the middle class, many have discovered that they are
working longer hours, but are making less money than they did in the past.
Some feel pressure to work overtime, but they do not receive any overtime
pay or other benefits for putting in these extra hours at work. These people
are known as the “working poor,” and they often have jobs in sales,
advertising, or the service industry. Sadly, the number of people who
consider themselves as the “working poor” continues to grow. So, it is clear
that the economy in Taiwan is changing in many ways. Unfortunately,
some of these changes are not good since the gap between the rich and the

poor in Taiwan continues to widen.
