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If we haven’t found our interests before entering college, most people still
couldn’t find theirs when going to college. The important thing is the question
of the mentality of learning, and whether we’ve learned something (or not).
However, everyone considers the question of “how to enter the university”.
Some problems seem other people’s problems, but actually they are their own
problems. A college student who had a problem with friends asked me:
“Though I care about my friends, some people often like to talk on the phone
or to pour out their grievances. They talk on the phone for a few hours which
not only affects my original plan but bothers my mood. I don’t know how to
refuse them, and I am afraid that they think I am hardly a friend. What should
[ do?”
