I don’t know when it began that [ would have
to go to Bali every year. Bali has been changing for many years, but the
residents there have always maintained the same enthusiasm and kind
nature.

Before I was out of customs, I was probably a single woman and an
independent tourist with small luggage, so they didn’t spite me. However,
one of my friends has faced the situation that the Customs “voluntarily”
asked him for money.
