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The leopard cat is the only remaining wild cat species in Taiwan.
However, there are less than 500 leopard cats in the wild. Several factors
have led to the shrinking numbers of these beautiful animals.

Leopard cats live in low-lying mountain areas, which puts them in the
way of human activity. As land and road development increases, leopard
cats’ habitat decreases. What’s more, roadkill incidents have also gone up
due to roads cutting through their natural habitat. Other factors include
poisoning due to pesticide use in crops as well as hunting for leopard cats

led by local farmers.
