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Malaysian Prime Minister Najib Razak and the ruling National Front
coalition have announced their victory in the latest national election. This
victory extends the National Front's fifty-six-year rule. It also raises the
question of whether the coalition won honestly this time. Opposition leader
Anwar Ibrahim, along with several politically independent groups, claimed
that the National Front may have won because of voting violations. Mr. Najib
denies that he or the coalition had done anything to manipulate the election.
The National Front is supported largely by rural Malay, while the opposition

party received majority votes from the Ethnic-Chinese population.
