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However, as new technology such as audiobooks and virtual assistants
takes a larger role in people’s lives, fewer children are learning Braille. Lego
hopes its new Braille bricks will give blind children a fun way to learn to
read. Each brick looks like a regular Lego block but is actually made with
Braille characters on it. The full 250-piece set will be released in 2020 and
will include the alphabet, numbers, and math symbols. The new toys are sure
to be a hit when they arrive in schools. As anyone who has ever played with

Lego before knows—nothing beats learning through play!
