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The number of children in child labour has risen to 160 million
worldwide - an increase of 8.4 million children in the last four years, according
to a new report by ILO and UNICEF. The report released ahead of World Day
Against Child Labour on June 12 warns that progress to end child Labour has
stalled for the first time in 20 years. The report points to a significant rise in the
number of children aged 5 to 11 years in child labour, who now account for just

over half of the total global figure.
